ADULT STUDENTS WITH DISABILITIES ENROLLED IN POSTSECONDARY CAREER CERTIFICATE PROGRAMS IN ADULT/VOCATIONAL CENTERS
6A-10.040 F.A.C. Basic Skills requirements for Postsecondary Career Certificate Education, states that students who do not achieve the minimum level of basic skills required for their programs will not be awarded a career certificate. However, adult students with disabilities, as defined in 1004.02 (7) Florida Statutes, may be exempt from the provisions of this section (i.e., meeting the basic skills level to receive a career certificate).
To comply with this rule, the following outlines the necessary procedures which determine eligibility for this exemption:

1. During the Section 504 Accommodation Plan meeting the appropriate test accommodations (if needed) will be identified on the Section 504 Plan.

2. Adult students with disabilities who are enrolled in a postsecondary career certificate program of 450 clock hours or more will complete a basic skills examination with the appropriate accommodations within the first six weeks after admission into the program.

3. Adult students with disabilities will participate in remediation if basic skills deficiencies are not disability related.
4. A meeting with the instructor and appropriate school staff must be held for any student with a disability who is exiting the program and has not achieved the required basic skills levels but has mastered all of the performance standards for the career certificate program.
5. During the meeting, the instructor and the appropriate school staff will verify that the student has mastered all the performance standards for the career certificate program and will be exempt from the basic skills requirement. This exemption shall be noted on the student’s Section 504 Accommodation Plan.
6. If it is determined that the student should be exempt from the basic skills requirement, the student will be awarded the appropriate career certificate and will be coded as a completer of the career program.
